Online Registration– Tracy Havener

· Went over information currently listed on the website.

· Last year we listed a tentative schedule on the website and sent an email with tentative scheduled attached. We will do both again this year. 

· ATAC takes time to load on web. The registration base template will be updated to add t-shirt order option. It is currently in process. We need to advise when to go live- this needs to be at least two weeks prior to actual need date. A link will be provided to Pam.
