Interest Sessions:

Lois spoke w/Carolyn Small and she thought Gainfully Employed would be a big subject area for the community colleges and For-Profit schools.  We need to run something against it for others.

Lois also spoke with Clare about verification session.  They think Carolyn might start out with new regs for 15-20 minutes and then move forward with a school panel to discuss verification on different campuses.

Do we want to do a session on SAP this fall?  Again, start out with a short piece on the new regs (maybe Dave Bartlett and then go into a school panel).  Maybe put this with the potpourri session.
Lois feels we also could use a potpourri regulation session for all of the other topics.  John Parker has been contacted about doing this session.
Deb Barry is working with the TRIO offices and session is coming together.  She is also working with the Jump Start President to see if there is a Jumpstart member that would like to present.  One of her presenters needs to present the afternoon of the 10th or morning of the 11th.

Exit/Entrance Counseling requirements.  Karen from Morningside will be one presenter and Don Duzik has been contacted to be the other presenter.  The thought is that a 3rd person such as Pat Remenshneider might do the regs portion of this presentation.

Preferred Lender Lists – Tracie is working on this session with Mary Jo and Gary.

Audit/Program Reviews – Linda contacted Tom Beckerle and he forwarded the request to Dave Bartlett.  Dave is willing to do this session.  We have used an auditor from McGladdery in the past.  Lois said she visited with John this morning and John has an audit spreadsheet that he would be willing to share.  The group thought that Dave might do the common findings and program review piece and John could do the pre-audit piece.

Work Flow session – would probably use 2 schools as a presenter.  Lois and Clare wil continue to work on this project.
Financial Aid 101 – Mary Jacobsen and Marie are working on this.  Spend more time on resources, but also focus on IASFAA.
