Program Committee meeting notes 8/5/11
In attendance:  Tracie Pavon, Gary Adams, Laura Steinbeck, Mary Jacobsen, Bev Hickman, Brandi Stone-Miller, Shelly Brimeyer, Kristi Fuller, Rob Smith.

Tracie provided reports from some members who were not in attendance.  Heather Gaumer has a couple of ideas for the charity, keeping in mind the idea of soldiers’ homecoming, etc.  Heather’s question for the group was whether the focus should have a local/state focus or a national focus.  It was decided to use a local organization such as an Iowa Guard unit since we are a state association and it would tie in nicely.

General Sessions

1.  NASFAA Verification - Tracie has not received any response from NASFAA regarding the possibility of 3 sessions being presented – 2 interest and one general on Verification.  She will continue to work on it today.

2.  Service members re-integration – Debbie Murphy has contacted speaker Cynthia Rasmussen who is willing to speak.  IASFAA needs to pay for mileage and overnight lodging as well as a per diem amount of $500, which is negotiable.  Debbie indicates Cynthia is a phenomenal speaker with a heartfelt message and is very moving.  Committee members agreed that it would be nice to have an outside speaker of this type.  If we have enough complimentary rooms available, one might be available for Cynthia.  Tracie will continue to discuss with Debbie, but feels this speaker has value for the conference.
3.  Federal/State Update – Laura Steinbeck relayed that Todd Brown and Julie Leeper at the Commission will present the state update.  However, Carolyn Small is not able to present the federal update due to increased work responsibilities.  We discussed the possibility of the NASFAA contact person providing the update.  Laura has not contacted a Federal trainer yet, although she is aware of a possible presenter who would provide a high level presentation on the debt ceiling, Pell grant pressure and Dodd-Frank regulations.  Another option is to see if Dave Bartlett can attend, but he would need to present another couple of sessions to quantify his conference presence.

4.  Dream Act – Tracie provided Mary Jo Smith’s report on this session.  It will be a panel session with Laurie Wolf at the head of it, along with a panel of students who have been directly impacted as this perspective is very important.  Mary Jo has contacted Juan Garcia at ICAN and he will utilize his network to locate students who would be willing to speak.  He is aware of at least 2 from Valley High School who would be very excited to speak.

5.  Sector Meetings – Karen Snyder

Debbie Murphy provided Tracie with the WASFAA power point presentations that can be utilized for our “B” track, or Academy, for new FA professionals.  She has reviewed them and they all look fantastic, so she will forward those to the proper coordinators.
1. FA 101 (Academy) – Mary Jacobsen, Joan Meyer – this session is good to go

2. R2T4 basics (Academy) – Tracey Havener – Tracey has found 2 FAOs who are willing to present this session

3. Basic Verification/Student Eligibility (Academy) – Kristi Fuller – Kristi has found a speaker, and Tracie will forward the WASFAA power point to her.
4. ISIR/App. Processing (Academy) – WASFAA power point is available for this.
5. Military Benefits 101 (Academy) – Brandi Stone-Miller – basic intent is identifying and understanding what the benefits are and how they affect financial aid.  Brandi has this one ready to go with Tom Beasley as a spearker.

Brandi suggested that a certificate of recognition/completion be created to give to those who complete all of the Academy sessions.

6. Changes to Chapter 33 benefits – Brandi Stone-Miller – This session should be scheduled after Military Benefits 101 to expand upon the information given in that session.  This session will explore how military benefits are address during FA packaging and would be a good one for a campus VA representative to attend.

7. Program Review Re-visited – Shelly Brimeyer – John Parker has agreed to present this session primarily using the FSA Assessment Tools.  With Drake having just concluded a program review, Susan Ladd will be contacted to partner with John and offer a school perspective.
8. Module-based awarding – Laura Steinbeck – Beth Rinderknecht at Mt. Mercy Univ. has agreed to present.
9. Gainful Employment – Tracie Pavon – this session is good to go.

12. Tax Forms and Financial Aid (CPA focus) – Chad Olson, Mary Jacobsen – this session is coming along
