Program Committee meeting 8/19/11

Tracie advised the committee that a NASFAA staff person will not be presenting 3 sessions at the conference.  IASFAA is at the top of their list for one next year’s conferences.  Apparently, NASFAA received over 200 requests but could only honor around 30.

Tracie has contacted Federal trainer Dave Bartlett who has agreed to present a Verification session in addition to the Federal Update.  Budget has now been confirmed and Dave will be present
Since we still have a gap, Tracie suggested having a SAP interest session as a good follow-up to the NASFAA training.  NASFAA training is scheduled from 10 am to 1 pm on Wed. Nov. 2, with it expected to last 2 ½ to 3 hours.  Gary will check with the hotel regarding lunch options for attendees.  Marie has discussed NASFAA training with Amy Gaffney and 2 presenters are needed to attend the training webinar in order to provide the training.  Marie has contacted a few possible presenters and will coordinate the materials and registration.
Newcomers – Marie will also coordinate these efforts.

Tracie emailed a tentative schedule to committee members this morning and asked that we refer to that going forward.

Charity – Heather Gaumer

Heather has tried contacting the Iowa National Guard, since the committee decided we should concentrate our charity efforts on a local resource.  Whatever is collected will need to be shipped at IASFAA’s cost.  We could use flat rate postage boxes and the postage could then be IASFAA’s donation to the Guard.  Heather asked if the committee would be willing to stay later on Friday to pack up all of the items, but it was then suggested to hold a Packing Party in conjunction with games on Thurs. evening.  (Gary will check into the hotel providing a room). Typically, it is easy enough to schedule a shipment pick-up with any hotel, so Heather will arrange that.  Another thing to keep in mind is that the Guard holds youth camps for children of service members when those members are deployed.
General Session Wed. 8:30-9:45 am:  Soldier Reintegration - Debbie Murphy

Lt. Col. Cynthia Rasmussen is available to present and has asked for a $300 reimbursement as well as her flight cost reimbursed.  Debbie has been researching flight costs and comparing that to mileage.  Driving is cheaper.  The cheapest flight she found was $400, and Debbie is willing to drive to the airport to pick her up (no airport in Iowa City/Coralville).  Our discussion didn’t really decide anything, so this topic is tabled until the next meeting.
MASFAA officer

Tracie indicated MASFAA is now having other officers, not just the president, visit other state conferences.  Tracie will keep pursuing this and should know very soon who will be attending our fall conference.  [Subsequent email on 8/19:  Ohio State President Cheryl Willard-fall conf; MASFAA President-spring conf.]
The committee then went through the interest/general session schedule to make any necessary adjustments.  A few sessions were switched around among the timeslots, so Tracie indicated she would send a revised schedule later today (done).

Tentative Options:

We have 2 possible open timeslots for these sessions to be employed if the visiting MASFAA officer cannot present:

1. Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform & Consumer Protection Act – Michelle Richardson (Chase Bank)

2. Borrowing Attitudes of Students/Parents  - Marc Hendel (Iowa Student Loan)

There is still the question of the involvement of NSEA at the conference.  It was confirmed they simply wanted space and piggy-back onto the conference, either utilizing space before or after the conference.  Although Cindi Peiffer at Univ. of Iowa indicated she would be willing to present a session on student employment, if she was needed.

Gary indicated the hotel has been very accommodating and space has already been retained for the Executive Council meeting before the conference, but he will check on further accommodations for NSEA, factoring in around 30-50 people in attendance and no food requirements.
